In the vast realm of singer-songwriters, there are endless seas of calm
sameness, hazy language, dripping passions, drowning cliches and familiar
lyrics wandering without destinations. Mike, on the contrary, is that rare
sort of fellow with a mind full of fresh ideas, subtle personal touches, his
own window. Which is merely to say, he brings a solid whack of creativity
to his music, that prerequisite distinction between the artist and the
imitator. He takes himself just seriously enough to capture your attention
and just lightly enough to tickle your imagination.

Those songs of Mike's, which have found their way into my memory, have
been my constant companions, and good company they've been. As for
you, | do expect a song or two from this album to stick with you, follow
you around town, get you up in the morning, and have you humming,
whistling or singing.
